Katepiva Ataxomovrov
Independent journalist
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What has been your personal key to success?

Working as hard and as efficiently as possible to get a project
done.

What is your greatest achievement till date?

Having worked with some of the greatest filmmakers in the
world, such as Federico Fellini, Sergio Leone, as well as up and
coming talented filmmakers from around the world.

Who were the biggest inspirations for your career? My mother was
the most incredible woman who taught me the value of hard work
and being persistant and not giving up until things get done.

Based on your experience, women tend to be treated differently
than men in the film industry? Without a doubt, but the tide is
changing and the more we demand parity in salaries, opportuni-
ty and access to the marketplace, we will reach our goals.

What roadblocks did you face when you were starting out?

Not being able to get the credit for the work done, therefore it
took many more years to have the reputation and the word of
month for clients to find me. I worked on so many films but be-
cause of the work I did for the EU Media Programme or for the
same producer’s that gave me jobs, but they got the credit.
Which challenges usually women face based on your opinion?

Not given the same opportunities as men and women not feeling
entitled to getting the position. For example, if there is a job op-
portunity for a director that has directed a film that is $5M, the
producers will get 50 applications from male directors that made
any budget films, but women will only apply if their films had
exceeded that $5M.

Is it harder to get started or to keep going?

Definitely harder to keep going and growing, because most film-
makers forget that they need to make a film that makes back
their money or wins top awards. Most filmmakers one the film is
complete, they are onto the next not caring how the film is doing.
Do you have any advice for them?

Yes, find your production team, in particular a Producer that will
handle all the business side of your film and will stick through to
the very end (when all your investors are paid back, no matter
what). Most times, filmmakers hang out with other creatives and
when it comes times to make a film they don’t have the deep rela-
tionships with the people on the business side, such as a Admin
Producer, Accountants and lawyers.

Filming in Greece has been a hot topic of discussion for years. What
are the reasons for abandoning the idea of filming in Greece?

All productions need stability and transparency. If Greece can
institute tax credits, rebates, incentives for productions and they
stay strong for 5 years, then producers will come back. Which are
the obstacles that the production team has to overcome? Instabil-
ity and lack of incentives.

Mamma Mia, Zorba the Greek, Captain Corelli’s Mandolin are
among the most famous movies shoot in Greece. Is there a signif-
icant interest for foreign movie productions in Greece? Location,
location, location - - Greece is so beautiful. It is important for
Greek writers to also get their stories out to other countries to
attract them with Greek stories that will appeal to both Greek
and foreign markets.

Is there anything you would like to add?

Francis Ford Coppola once said that it takes him 9 films as a
Work for Hire to do his one pet project, we all need to under-
stand what are the 9 projects that we are going to do to help build
our career, give us financial stability and the track record to be
able to afford our pet projects. I would say to filmmakers let’s
make some movies that will make us all $$$$, then let’s take a
change on one, instead of starting with that pet project... itisa

uphill battle.. and who has the time for that.

Over the course of her four decade-plus career, Thalia Alexiou has
earned worldwide renown as an alternative healer, Reiki and Feng
Shui master, life coach, meditation teacher, and spiritual counselor.
However, one title sums up everything she does...

Q You have lived in Tokyo, as a student and your debut Japan novel,

SAZZAE, won an eLit gold medal and a Living Now Book Award .
In your view, what are Japanese are doing right?

I've had a great affinity for
Japanese cuisine and cul-
ture since my first visit as
an exchange student in high
school. Japan hosts a highly
advanced civilization able to
communicate without words.
Westerners often mistake the
long silences and seemingly
superficial answers for a lack
of depth, but in reality, it’s
just the opposite. The Japa-
nese are able to sense each
others’ reactions through
body language and energy
and wait for a consensus be-
fore trivializing an occasion
with labels, even then only
suggesting their larger meaning not with long soliloquies but
with a few words that everyone meditates on. Probably a result
of living together at such close quarters, they are very aware of
noise pollution and have a great respect for others’ space and own
thoughts.

Has the Japan experience shaped your later works, such as the Dante
Rossetti Frist Place young adult, climate fiction novel NATURE’S
CONFESSION?

Yes, it certainly has. Living in Japan was a bit like going to an-
other planet. I just love the respect for nature that pervades their
art. And as the pioneers of the affordable hybrid car and hosts
of the Kyoto Protocol negotiations, they’ve shown their prowess
at innovation on environmental issues, the central theme of NA-
TURE’S CONFESSION, the epic tale of two teens in a fight to save
a warming planet, the universe...and their love, and also of my
forthcoming eco-thriller LOVEOID.

From your point of view as a writer, what is important for making a
quality short movie?

Characterization and the strength of the story or central theme
are of utmost importance. We need to identify with or feel some-
thing for the characters before sensational things start to happen
to them, so that the punches don’t fall flat. Whether it’s achieved
by showing what characters want or are dealing with or strug-
gling to accomplish, showing their relations to other characters,
or chronicling how they react to events, having the themes grow
from the characters is a very generative way to start. It’s also
meaningful to suggest the theme’s relevance and bring it out sev-
eral times before the ending, preferably with a few twists along
the way, so it hits home at the climax.

Which is a very good movie who could recommend us?

One of my favorite movies of all time is Accepted, by Mark Perez,
Bill Collage, Adam Cooper about a high school grad who doesn’t
get accepted into university, so he decides to found his own uni-
versity where he encourages students to look within and discover
what they’re good at and want to do and then study it. I loved the
fact that the students were the teachers, because I learned more
from my classmates at Harvard than I did from my professors.
Too often, we squash creativity and render our lessons irrelevant
by not listening to what youth has to say.
