· Documentaries 

From current political and social situation in Afghanistan Afghanistan Unveiled/ Sharmeen Obaid-Chinoy/ AFG, UK) to the art of film phenomenon of Theo Angelopoulos (Filming Dreams/John Leontis/Greece) as this is shown in the documentary making off of his last film, a section of significant documentaries is going to be screened. · Animation 

Making use of the most up to date technologically methods, of the combination of means and artistic attitudes, a series of animation films promises to narrate modern fairytales for young and elder people. 

· Short Films 

Beyond feature films which underline the talent and attitude of each director, there are some short films which can thoroughly indicate the talent and personality of their creator. Some of these extraordinary talents examples are going to be screened within the festival’s framework. 

· Cine Fantom Homage 
A selection of films made by Cine Fantom, which is the most signinficant cine club in Russia, is going to be screened within the festival’s program. The Club which is traditionally organizing its meetings every Wednesday night, has kept this date for quite a long time despite problems, political conflicts or other circumstances. The club has discovered and loved such significant directors as Alexandr Sokurov and will present a special selection for Cypriots. 
B. SIDE EVENTS 

· Film poster exhibition of the films of Krzysztof  Kieślowski on loan to the festival  by the permanent collection of  Lodz Film Museum in Poland. 

Some of the most typical “scenes” of the great director’s films are going to be revealed on paper at the Corinth Municipal theatre. The major highlights of his oeuvre are going to be placed in such a way so as to develop a creative dialogue between them, a dialogue expressed in a unique way. In a method which describes movements by freezing them and emotions by letting them in fly in the air.  All these are achieved through the film posters’ art not only as a communicational scheme, but also as a film history practice.

· Seminar/Masterclass : ‘3d Animation’ on Friday, October 24, 15:00 
The new elements, future and challenges that 3d animation has to face are going to be developed through a masterclass, by the expert Yiotis Katsambas. The Senior Technical Animator in charge of expanding technology tools for the animation pipeline of “Beo Wulf”, the person who has been strongly connected with such projects as "Minority Report", "ET-The Ride" , "Mickey's Clubhouse", "Mickey's Toon Tales", "3D-Winnie The Pooh", and "Hiding Hiccups will be coming to talk and inspire all the people interfering with animation.
